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The transverse beam diagnostics for the fourth-generation 3 GeV storage ring at MAX IV 

Laboratory, Lund University, is described in some detail. We focus on the challenges of 

monitoring rms beam sizes in the range of five to thirty microns, using visible and near-visible 

synchrotron radiation. Simultaneous use of two diagnostic beam lines allows for both emittance 

and energy spread determination.
