Qualified for proposed
project? Plans for career advancement? Match of project and career
advancement?

Choice of host institution(s): Convincing? (Programme promotes
geographic mobility; no change needs justification.)

Support by the institution(s): Scientific (and financial) support? Working
conditions? Research environment?

Emmy Noether programme

Programme for exceptional early career researchers to qualify for a professorship

Qualification for professorship by leading an independent junior research group
Attract outstanding early career researchers (back) to Germany from abroad
Applicants: typically between 2 and up to 4 years of postdoctoral research experience
Applicants should have substantial international research experience

Substantial additional funding for postdoctoral and doctoral researchers

Funding awarded for 3+3 years

Enable non-tenured researchers qualified for professorship to continue research
Prepare for senior academic position while continuing outstanding research
Applicants need to have a habilitation or an equivalent qualification (e.g. EN group)
Applicants need to have a track record of outstanding research

Funding for postdoctoral and doctoral researchers possible

If this is your first proposal, reviewers will consider this fact when assessing your proposal. Previous
proposals for publication grants and scientific networks are not considered first proposals, nor are
proposals to the Walter Benjamin Programme or Research Fellowship Programme. If you are
submitting a “first-time proposal” and it is part of a joint proposal, please note that your independent
project share must be distinct from that of the others.

In your overall assessment, please also bear in mind that previous work specific
